SKETCH - SYSTEMATISATION

OBJECTIVE 1: Elaborate the strategic propositions for inclusion of cultural diversity in the projects linked to TICpD in the Caribbean and make them public
December 6 2005

Unification criteria of propositions of the 3 groups in the first cast of the integral document:
· Crossing results in order to see similarities and differences. 

· Where there are differences, the suggestion is left. Where there are similarities, a grouping by theme occurs. 

· No sorting out of propositions according to priority.

· No double was found.

· Certain propositions seem more like declarations of principles; they have not been included in the list of suggestions. They are collected in the systematisation of work by the group. 

· Very few changes have been carried out, in order to conserve the sprit of the original.

Integrated strategic propositions:
· Convey cultural diversity via the appropriate forms of TIC.

· Identify and raise public awareness about the importance of each element of linguistic diversity in the Caribbean region. 

· The evaluation of cultural diversity ought to be an integral part of all projects linked to TICpD (as well as the analysis of kinds).

· Support/create/help information centres for different languages and in different domains​​.

· Carry out studies on traditional knowledge in the Caribbean and its diffusion.

· Carry out studies on the capacity of the diaspora to participate in the development in the region.
· Understand and employ the means of communication best adapted to each target group (e.g.: radio pour the analphabetic communities).

· Use art / multimedia to transmit messages.

· Demand the right to use one’s own language. 

· Record translation in the budget of projects. 

· Examine the institutional capacities in order to provide linguistic support to the payees of diverse cultures.

· Improve systems/software of TAO.
· Cultural exchanges (within the same languages, there is diversity).

· Exploit the intellectual and cultural resources of inter-Caribbean immigration in order to encourage the beneficial process of integration.

· Teach children that the Caribbean is not simply a collection of countries but a community.

· Convey cultural diversity with the stability of the region.

· Identify the critical elements in determining priorities in the projects (must include elements of durability).

· Policies and actions must take into account the interest and the needs of all the communities and not only those of traditional actors.

· Create synergies from the best experiments in order to resolve cultural conflicts. 

· Privilege solutions for the most vulnerable sectors of Caribbean society.
2) Elaborate strategic proposals for the reinforcement of Caribbean integration with the help of projects linked to TICpD make them public.

Method of pooling the results of the three groups:

We agreed on the main themes that mere dealt with, that is the definition of "Caribbean integration" and the major results.

We did a "con to'", which means, in Dominican, that we have mixed all the results of each theme and observed the similarities and differences. This constituted the base for arriving at a synthesis of the results and to draw conclusions from it.

The different results were all kept. The similarities and differences were grouped into one unique global definition.

What is Caribbean integration?
Evaluation of individuals and culture

Mutual engagement / involvement of people in the increasing forms of institutionalised communication contributing to the decision making relative to well-being.

Constant flux of information: show/share/exchange.
Better knowledge of the other.

Promotion of cultural diversity (including business culture).

Education in line with the competitive international challenges.

Access to healthcare.

Environmental durability.

Juridical frameworks.

Reinforcement of the capacities of human resources and of institutions.

Respect and recognition of cultures and languages.

Propositions

1. Create a portal / website on Caribbean culture.

2. Take charge of rapid and simple projects.

Promotion and publicity (mail, radio, TV, stickers)

Communication via internet.

Pedagogical Programmes ( e.g.: raising awareness ~ Caribbean week/month).

Integration of TIC to all medias ~ at the same time.

3. Use a broadband infrastructure to facilitate the reinforcement of capacities, of education and of health.

4. Establish judicial and legal frameworks aiming at facilitating fair access to broadband internet in order to promote sustainable development.

TIC for health

Link clinics, healthcare professionals and creation of systems of information about health.

Train healthcare professionals in the use of systems of information in healthcare.

Make known BEREA and ACURIL (regional systems of information on health).

Training and education

Train state employees in the use of TIC and raise their awareness about he fact that it is a service oh high added value for the population.

Use distance-learning technologies to make education accessible to everyone.

Access to information

Allow low-cost access to information in public places.

Introduce the necessary measures to insure free access to all information emanating from government.

Cyber-government

Introduce a system to facilitate online administrative services in the region.

Privilege equal participation in the use of broadband so that all the community can profit by it.
Reinforcement of regional institutions representatives

Reinforcement in terms of the power and the development of TIC in the region (notably the juridical frameworks, le cyber-government, etc.). 

Free software

Privilege the use of free software, especially in public institutions.

Creation of content online in traditional languages and reflect locales values.

Final reflections 

The process integration has been fast because the three groups share the same idea of conception and integration; we have tried to be realistic.

Three advantages enabled us to arrive at these results:

1. the results were written in the same language.

2. we had just had lunch!

3. we had Taran’s computer and a memory card.

Three disadvantages:
