ICT4D in context of CD

ICT4D – Information and Communication Technologies for Development is different from ICTs. (ICT4D implies majority ICT component in a development project (eg >70% of budget cost is for ICT component)

ICT4D in the context of CD has to do with an explicit effort to promote the attainment of capacity for expression, preservation of memory and tradition, communication, self-definition and human and environmental security facilitated by ICTs.
